cra. Its destruction would cause a whole lot ofiemmental problems in Accra such as ex¢es-
sive heat from the sun, little or no rain and m@bke then prompted the meeting that, taking a
look at the plan of the road to be constructedughothe forest, the road will pass right throfigh
WAPCA's breeding center and the mini zoo. Addinghat, she proposed an alternative rqute
for the road construction to the board of directansl others present which she explained jwill
leave the forest intact and serve the same purg®$ee original plan. It is also more convenjent
to use because it is a straight road and is shaini@n that of the original plan. Ms. Burns dist]i
uted copies of the alternative plan as againstotiginal plan to the meeting comparison g§nd
interpreted the key.

Mr. Philips asked to know if the FC knows about #iternative route being proposed. Dr. Juu-
Ire answered yes and went on to say that, meetingsalready been held with the FC on|the
matter and the alternative plan was in discussion.




Mme Nuno added that it is the wish of the WD, WAP&#d FONZ to form a conseng

with them; the board of directors of Achimota Sdhtwfight for the protection of the
Achimota Forest. Also to implement the alternatplen for the road construction whigh

will preserve the forest and keep the zoo with WARCbreeding center. This she ¢

plained will go along way to help the Achimota sehohildren in the sense that, they will

be closer to the zoo and will find it easy gettihgre for educational purposes.
