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H umanparents often dedicate some two decades to chalihge Many animals on the other hand,

must provide their offspring with a complete pragrae offeedingand training within a few months of

summer.
A few examples will serve to illustrate the formidiatask that some animal parents face every year.

1. Cheetah:Cheetahs are invariably single-parent families, iargdthe
mother who cares for the cubs. This in itself issasy job, since most
hunting forays end in failure. Furthermore, evew fdays she has to
move her family to another den because lions avaya on the lookout
for vulnerable cubs. Once the cubs reach the agewan months, she
starts to train them to hunt for themselves, a m@suming process that
takes another year or so. The cubs usually stdytiwitir mother for one

and half years.

2. Giraffe: giraffes rarely have more than one offspring atreet and it is not
difficult to understand why. A newly born giraffeapnweigh up to 60 kilograms
and stand two metres tall. An hour after birth,ybang giraffe is on its feet and
Is soon sucking its mothers milk. It will nurse fine months although it starts
to graze not long after birth. When danger threatee young giraffe, it posi-
tions itself between its mother’s legs, since rmrgrful kicks provide excellent

protection from most predators.

3. White Stork: the stork is one of the birds which has no timestonmer
break. With hungry adolescent birds to feed, it hmigke constant trips to
the nearby lake in search of frogs, small fishgrlis or grasshoppers, apart
from repairing the nest from time to time. Bothgyas come and go con-
stantly throughout the day. The young birds eatrmoas amounts of food.
During the first few weeks, these birds can constond half their body
weight each day. Even after they haven learnetytgdung storks continue

to depend on their parents for several more weeks.
